Combined scores for the teacher are located on pages 50-64.

For those students using electronic instruments, suggested electronic sounds are given for each part. These
sounds were chosen from a sound module that utilizes the General MIDI format. Students using other instru-
ments will be able to find similar sounds.

The ensembles provide excellent motivational material for group lessons, recitals and monster concerts. Enjoy!
